In a nutshell

Explain the purpose of your lesson… in a nutshell.  This section should be succinct.  It should briefly and clearly express what you are expecting everyone to learn. 

Here is how you can do this: 

1. Help your audience relate:  You can start with a sentence like, “Have you ever…” 

2. Go on to present your topic:  Use scripture, definitions, and explain why this is important to your target audience, which are college students. 

3. As you work on this section, your goal is to write so clearly and concisely that if someone were to pick up your lesson and only have time to read “In a nutshell”, they would still get the message you are trying to communicate without needing to read further on.  
Let’s dig in deep

Please ask your students to verbally answer the following questions based on the scriptures provided.  
In this section, you will expound on the scriptures to teach the lesson.  This is done by providing a scripture, and then asking questions to help your audience understand the meaning of that Scripture.  In the lesson itself, provide the correct answers in italic.  This will be of great assistance to other leaders who are teaching your lesson.  

The use of scriptures and questions will help you to make sure that your teaching is biblical, and not just something that is taught out of tradition, or mere emotion.  

The following example was taken from the lesson  “Glorification Part I” under the section “Dig in deep”:

“‘Marvel not at this: for the hour is coming, in the which all that are in the graves shall hear his voice, and shall come forth: they that have done good, unto the resurrection of life; and they that have done evil, unto the resurrection of damnation.’ (John 5:29)

3. What type of resurrection will those that have done evil have? Campus Leader: a resurrection of damnation.

4. What should we, who will have the resurrection unto life, do while we can to help those who are doing evil? Campus Leader: We should witness to them so that they can repent and believe in Jesus. Eternity awaits them.”
How can this help me grow? 

This section is extremely important.  It is here that you help your audience understand how they can immediately apply this lesson to their life. This section must be very clear, concise and to the point.  You are basically answering the questions, “How can this help me now?” or “Why do I need to know this?”  Use this section as an opportunity to encourage your audience in the work that God is doing and will continue to do in their life.  This is the, “There is hope for you!” section.  

Use it in evangelism!

The wonderful duty of learning and teaching the Bible should always lead us to tell others about the Lord!  In this section explain how your students can use this lesson when they share the gospel.  It should be short and sweet.  This can be done in the following ways, but feel free to be creative and come up with more ways to train up evangelists! 

1. Create a “Berean Comparison Chart”.  This is a chart that explains a foundational Christian doctrine biblically, and compares it to another religion’s belief on that same doctrine. See lesson on “Glorification Part II” to see an example.  
2. Provide an apologetic answer to someone who would ask a question about the topic at hand.

3. Provide a witnessing scenario where the teaching is used to transition into the Law and the Gospel. 
Let’s review
In this section, you can summarize your lesson by restating all the main points simply and clearly one more time.  This is important to help your audience remember what they have learned right before they walk out of the door.  The worse thing that can happen to a teacher of the Bible is to have their students walk out as if they have learned absolutely nothing!  This section will prevent that from happening.
